	Detached Youth Workers 


	The Partnership funds 3 part time Detached Youth Workers who are employed by the North Eastern Education and Library Board.  The purpose of the project is to engage unattached young people in a variety of Youth Service lead, personal and social development projects making them more aware of the impact of their behaviour on themselves and the community in which they live. This type of intervention has proved successful in reducing youth specific anti-social behaviour across the areas targeted and by doing so can also reduce fear of crime within communities.

	Beesafe 
	The Partnership contributes to the cost of Bee Safe in the Borough on an annual basis.  This is a multi-agency community safety initiative aimed at year 7 pupils and runs for a week in May each year.  Through a variety of interactive learning experiences and scenarios pupils are taught how to keep themselves safe.  Topics covered include   internet safety and stranger danger.  The 2009 event was attended by approximately 1000 pupils over the course of the week.

	LIFE Scheme(Local Intervention Fire Education)

	This scheme is delivered by the Northern Ireland Fire and Rescue Service. It is targeted at young people who either have been involved in or are at risk of becoming involved in anti-social behaviour.  It consists of a week long intensive course of fire service related tasks.  The object is to instill a sense of teamwork and discipline and to create a better understanding with NIFRS personnel in order to influence a reduction in anti-social behaviour such as fire setting, hoax calls and attacks on emergency services. The course has proved that it can have a positive impact on the future of participants by helping to instill in them a sense of responsibility and respect for others and encouraging them to make better life choices.

	NEELB Life Education Project 


	The Community Safety Partnership contributes to this project which is delivered by the North Eastern Education and Library Board.  It consists of a mobile interactive unit with a tutor which travels around all the primary schools in the Borough. The project educates children from 4-11 years about the effects and risks associated with the use of drugs, including alcohol and tobacco.  The overall aim is to intervene early in a child’s life and try to encourage them to make healthier life choices in the future.  The project has also extended its remit to include parents in order to reinforce the message given to the children.

	Domestic Violence Education and Prevention Worker for Children and Young People


	The CSP part funds this Women’s Aid post with the CSPs in Antrim, Carrickfergus and Ballymena.  The aim of the project is to provide education and prevention programmes on healthy and unhealthy relationships for children and young people.  It is envisaged that this type of early intervention will lead to the development of healthy relationships in adolescence and adulthood and reduce violence and abuse within future relationships.  There are several programmes tailored for different age groups including Helping Hands for Children for primary school children and STIG (supporting teenagers in groups) and Bullybusters for older children. 



	Domestic Violence Policy Development Worker
	This is another Women’s Aid post and is jointly funded by Woman’s Aid and Newtownabbey CSP.  The project aims to encourage and support voluntary, community and private sector organizations in the Borough to develop and implement workplace domestic violence policies.  By taking this step organizations can better support and protect victims in the workplace.
