
2010 marks the 15th anniversary of the National
Cycle Network. Since 1995, its length and popularity
have grown enormously and the Network now carries
more than a million walking and cycling journeys
every single day.

The Network is made up of more than 12,000 miles of traffic-free
walking and cycling paths, quiet lanes and on-road cycling routes
that are often a great way to get to work, school, the shops or just
for exercise and fun. The Network is available to everyone and
passes within a mile of over 55% of the population.
